Just from the title of the article you will see something is 
different, it's about computers.  Just to give a little 
background, I started out on Sol S-100 and now I would like 
to build a new machine that has a quad core processor.  So it 
seems like I've been around computers for 30 years. The first 
fifteen years it was a hobby and in the last number of years, I 
was doing it professionally for AT&T.  Now that I'm retired, 
bring on the hobbies! 
 
Let's start this conversation by saying, I know a couple years 
worth of ham radio, and a heck of a lot more years with 
computers. 
 
The item I hear a lot about is the Automatic Updating of 
Windows.  A lot of people just turn it on and let Microsoft 
update at their will.  But it's just like a race.  The hackers are 
hoping you picked that option, because on early Tuesday 
morning, as soon as Microsoft releases the patches the hackers 
are reverse engineering the patches and sending out their 
patches to you.  
 
The safest way to use Automatic Updating on Windows is to 
use the switch that says, check with me before updating my 
system.  A little shield will appear down in a right hand corner, 
telling you that your system needs to be updated. 
  
The most important part of this is to choose custom on the 
updating page.  The reason for this is you can see what is 
getting patched or added.  Microsoft has lately been adding 
items that you may not want to be added, such as Internet 
Explorer 7.0.  Some websites, such as banks are not supporting 
this browser at this time.  It has been on the automatic update 
twice now.  Another item that has been showing up as an 
option is Windows Media Player 11.0. Once the Media Player 
11 has been installed, it takes quite bit of time to be removed.  
This player is the first Microsoft product offering you music 
for sale.

Well, it 
seems like most of the new transceivers have Com Ports but

With automatic update set to update 
everything, you may lose this.
